Instructions on how to access/plot analysed data from the database

The Svalbard Dynasonde stopped operating in June 2015 for an undetermined period.

Access to various plots can be obtained via http://www.eiscat.uit.no/dynasond.html
To access analysed data, log in to the Dynasonde database at http://dynserv.eiscat.uit.no/DD/login.php
If you don’t have a user just create one and a password.

Under ‘Select New Resource’ you can plot individual ionograms (ionogram) and then step forward or backward in time, you can plot times series (2D plot) or list tables of data (up to 5 day intervals), you can make SQL database queries (SQL Query). The variables available in the database are briefly described in http://www.eiscat.uit.no/heating/Dynasonde/Dynasonde_Database_Structure.txt
To plot time series of data, under ‘Select New Resource’ choose ’EISCAT <site>’    and ‘2D Plot’ <submit>

Then choose a time interval. Intervals longer than 5 days are not permitted.

After giving the start date/time and stop date/time choose how many plot panels you want (max 3).  Then for each panel choose a parameter. The most common ones are foF2, fxF2 fzF2 or the corresponding E region ones. Other parameters may be velocity components.

Then push ‘Display’. Now you may get several warnings about java being out of date etc. Try to accept the warnings etc. Maybe you have to install or update a plugin. Then you should get a plot. To get a plain text table, click the link at the upper right of the plot called 'Time series data in plain text format'. The plots are automatically scaled and I don’t think one can change this. You can off course download the numbers and plot them yourself.
If you want to make another plot click the previous link called ‘User <name> Home’ at the top. The backwards button of the browser does not work. This brings you back to the page where you can enter a new resource request.
